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In PSHE we will talk about how we can learn and play together as ‘good classmates’. 
We will then look at the emotions linked to Zones of Regulation and each create a personalised toolkit to help us regulate/co-regulate our emotions throughout the school day. 





Our Wider World lessons will link closely to our topic. The children will talk about themselves including their likes and dislikes and learn about their body. We will them look at our family and how people in our family help us. 
We will finish by learning about our community. We will explore the area we live in and learn about the people who help us both in the school community and the local community. 








Children will access their Language learning through the daily Read Write Inc Phonics program at the level right for them. Alongside this, we will have handwriting, fine motor and phonics provision for the children to access independently. In our Literacy lessons we will look at the following books linked to our topic; ‘Who are you?’’ Paddington’s Post’’ and In Every House on Every Street’. Learning around these books will focus on building/writing sentences to describe pictures and create letters. 






Children will be exploring number and time. Number will be focusing on place value, addition and subtraction. We will be exploring these topics through hands on activities and exploratory learning.
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In Creative Arts we are looking ourselves and important things around us. This will involve self portraits and images of the local community. We will be using a range of materials through drawing, painting and sewing.






Our Independence and Futures lessons will be focusing on developing our independence when taking part in cooking activities. We will be making a selection of sweet and savoury items.




Our Physical Development topic this half term is Ball Skills. We will practise throwing, catching, rolling and bouncing balls. We will also look at how we can safely travel with a ball in different directions. When we have practised each skill, we will then incorporate these skills into games we can play together.
