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Children will access their Language learning through the daily Read Write Inc Phonics programme or pre-phonics at the level right for them. Alongside this, we will have handwriting, fine motor and phonics provision for the children to access independently. This term we will read the following books linked to our topic: ‘The Crayons go Back to School’, ‘Super Duper You!’, ‘My World, Your World’, ‘What a Wonderful World’, ‘You Choose!’ and ‘I don’t Want to be Small’.





Children will access their learning through the White Rose Maths scheme at the right level for them. Those following the nursery scheme will explore more than, fewer than, the same, patterns and build with shapes and objects. Those working at reception maths will mach, sort and compare and talk about measures and patterns. Those working at year 1 level will explore place value and time. 
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Our topic this term is Transition and Change. We will learn about our feelings (using The Zones of Regulations approach) and spend time getting to know each other as a class. Pupils will explore their indoor and outdoor environment. We will also focus on developing independence when changing for PE.







In Creative Arts we are looking at ourselves and important things around us. We will be using a range of materials and methods to mark make and make creations. We will also explore role play, dressing up as characters and people who help us in our community. 





Me and My World
Our Wider World lessons will link closely to our topic. The children will talk about themselves including their likes and dislikes and learn about their body. We will them look at our family and how they help us. We will also learn about our community, learning about the people who help us at school, our class, our school community and the local community.





In PE we will develop a variety of ball skills, focusing on throwing and catching. Pupils will work on developing their flexibility, strength, control and balance. We will also continue dance (Thursday morning) and Leeds United (Thursday afternoon) sessions. 
PE will continue to be on a Thursday afternoon. 






In PSHE we will explore how we can play and work together. We will look at our classroom rules and classroom jobs, putting these into our routine. We will also develop our understanding of the Zones of Regulation and each create a personalised toolkit to help us co-regulate and regulate our emotions throughout the school day, as well as look at what we look like when we learn.
